My Dearest Bert, Again a few lines dear hoping they find you well as it leaves us fine, you said [Duck?...] you hadn’t had any mail well duck have been writing to you often I expect it is held up on  account of all the business don’t think dear that we have forgotten you always thinking of you moreso now. The kiddies are fine also ourselves  I don’t know if I told you we have moved upstairs we have a lovely flat nice garden & Bath the kiddies love it, Charlie is working in London come’s home at night. We are very busy in the garden got peas beams onions radishes shallots and lettuce in, the appeal tree’s are coming out in bloom every-where look’s lovely wish you could see it hope it wont be long now before we have that long promised drink. May came in to see us on Saturday […?]  does look well she is much fatter than she use to be make’s me feel small, I don’t see a lot of G these days. Mr Taylor is still in the hospital I went up to see him last night and he is very contented. I am going home when Charlie gets his holiday for a day & then we are going to see his mum too haven’t been to his home for year’s it will be 3 years in June since I saw mum Charlie took Valerie down to […?] last. You should see John he is a dear little boy so good & Valerie play’s with him so well seeing there is such a long break between them well love at the end again had a letter from Walt last week and he is well so for now my duck chin up & all our love and thoughts for you […………?]
