Dear all


Hope you are all well and fit.  The Beer will soon stop so I’m not very well.


We are now on our way to the Achentons [Ascensions].  Today at 1400 hrs we cross the Line (equator) so some of the ships crew have built a kind of ducking stoll [stool] for the ceremony, so it looks like I am going for a swim.  As I have been working with the ships crew they say they are going to make sure I get a good ducking.  Because we are crossing the line and it is 
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also the ships concert we have got a double beer ration, so that means we get a whole six small cans of beer (BIG Deal).  But a few of our boys don’t want theirs so we have split it up between the rest of us, I have also got a small bottal of scotch I’ve been saving for a rainy day so I’ll be alright tonight.


Talking of rainy day it is pissing it down outside but its not bad as we are on the equater the rain in warm.  I have just been outside doing fred astair singing in the rain.


30 MAY 82


It is not going a very long 
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letter as the mail has got to be in by 1900 hrs.


Tonight the crew has got a party as it is the beer ration.  I have got permisson to go of my boss so it look like am going to have go good night again.  Some of the boys are not talking to me because I can get drink and they can’t but after tonight it wouldn’t matter anyway as the the ship then becomes dry.


You will find enclosed a clipping from the Sotton [Southampton] local paper, it is of me and some of the boy after a dinner-time drink befor we left.  Because of that picture I am now known as LCPL Teeth.
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Well I have got to finish now as the party starts soon and I have got to finish off a letter to April.
