Dear All


Having a loverly time glad your not here.


We are now about 50 miles from the Falklands we will be leaving the ship today or tomorrow, we are going in to st karlous [San Carlos] at night, if the two ships are not unloaded we are going out again and then coming in the following night.


Some of the boys are really pissed off at the moment, they are starting to get board and a few are homesick already so god news what they will be liste in six months time.


I have now got my ammo and weapon witch I have got to keep with me at all times as we don’t know whats happening when we get ashore, we mit get ashore and all our cranes and fork lifts stay onboard so I will then become an infrantry man witch means I will have to walk and run every where and I don’t want that.


I don’t know how long the letters are taking to get to you but from now on it is going to take about a week to ten day longer and also I don’t know when I will be able to write another letter after this one.


I have now been away for just under a month and I have still only received one letter and propeply will not receive any more until another ship comes down from the achension island put once we
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have taken the airport it should then be a little better, I will then get alot of mail all at once.
